Director of Mossakowski Medical Research Institute, Polish Academy of Sciences announces the contest for the position of the assistant professor or professor of the institute or professor and the head of the Department of Neurodegenerative Disorders to operationalise statutory tasks, conduct research projects and implement one’s vision of scientific development of the Department. 
Current research area of the Department of Neurodegenerative Disorders.
The team conducts research on the genomic basis of neurodegenerative disorders (including Alzheimer’s disease, fronto-temporal dementia), muscle disorders (including various types of myopathies and dystrophies), neurodevelopmental disorders (Tourette syndrome) and related clinical entities. Differential genetic diagnosis is carried out and causative mutations and genomic risk/ modulatory variants related to these classes of disorders are searched for. Both methods of molecular genetics (sequencing of the entire exomes and genomes), as well as bioinformatics and molecular modelling methods are used to characterize identified variants. The cellular processes (including the functioning of mitochondria and mitophagy) underlying the fronto-temporal dementia are analysed conditioned by PGRN, MAPT and C9orf72 gene mutations. Functional studies of the background of familial Alzheimer’s disorder are also conducted using the iPSC, NES differentiated into GABAergic and glutaminergic neurons and glial cells. In recent years, the research profile of the Department also includes the identification (using next-generation sequencing) and characterization (using bioinformatics and genetic association methods) of the nuclear and mitochondrial genome variants important for outstanding athletic results.
