Current research program of the Laboratory of Experimental and Clinical Neurosurgery. 
Laboratory of Experimental and Clinical Neurosurgery conducts research on the vascular and metabolic mechanisms of stroke in patients and in experimental models including seeking effective treatment for stroke. 
Current research is focused mainly on:

· pharmacological protection against experimental transient ischemia/reperfusion,  

· efficacy of pharmacological therapies of experimental  sodium-dependent hypertension,
